JoB FUNCTIONS:
e Assess individual health needs and provide appropriate interventions for students and staff. This may
require hiking or walking moderate distances from the main camp area, or climbing ladders to access
students in bunk beds.
e Establish and maintain procedures to secure, monitor, and administer all medication brought to camp
per administrative rules and policies.
e Remain on-site and on-call for 24-hour coverage to provide consultation and/or intervention to ill or
injured program participants.
Request equipment from Camp Tamarack and maintain an adequately equipped dispensary.
Maintain records and reports as required.
Initiate and maintain communication with caregivers of program participants as needed.
Make recommendations to the Camp Director when a program participant should be removed from
the site due to a suspected commmunicable disease or injury that needs further medical intervention.
Communicate with others utilizing appropriate verbal and non-verbal interactions.
Delegate, train, and supervise appropriate site staff in selected nursing tasks as appropriate for the
individual health needs of students or staff.
e Attend staff training as needed.

Perform other job-related duties as assigned by the Camp Director.

Supervise and support students experiencing overstimulation, “big emotions,” and homesickness in
the Sensory Room.

e Valid Oregon license to practice as an EMT, Registered Nurse, or Certified Nursing Assistant
Current CPR/First Aid card.
Demonstrated organizational and time management skills.
Demonstrated effective written and verbal communication skills.
